Education in London. After a suitable exchange with pt. Jawaharlal

Nehru, then Prime minister of india who consented to start Central schools
under the nameof CSO in 1963. Later to get an indigenous name the CSO

was renamed as Kendriya Vidyalaya Sanganthan.
